Groot Industries collects electronic waste, including 
CRT or tube-style televisions, for curbside collection 
at no additional charge to residents with 24 hours no-
tice.  An additional charge may apply for items requir-
ing more than one person to lift.

Household Hazardous Waste
Household hazardous waste is accepted at the Na-
perville Environmental Collection Campus, 156 Fort 
Hill Drive, Naperville, Illinois 60540, on Saturdays and 
Sundays from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. , except major holidays.
