General

Venue 1012 is located at 1012 Station Drive near Orchard Road in Oswego Illinois.

I.      Purpose
A. This emergency action plan predetermines action to take before and during Venue 1012 events in response to an emergency or otherwise hazardous weather condition. These actions will be taken by organizers, management, personnel, and attendees. These actions represent those required prior to the event in preparation for and those required during a severe weather event or an emergency.

B. Flexibility must be exercised when implementing this plan because of the wide variety of potential hazards that exist for Venue 1012 events. These hazards include fire, medical emergencies, severe weather, or disturbances where law enforcement is required. 



II.      Assumptions
The possibility of an emergency or weather incident is present at this event. The types of emergencies possible are various and could require the response of the Oswego Fire Protection District (OFPD) and Oswego Police Department (OPD).

III.    Basic Plan

A. EAP Event Team - The EAP Event Team shall consist of Village of Oswego officials, Oswego PD and Oswego Fire Protection District.  This team is the point of contact for all communications regarding these events.

      B.   Emergency Notification
1. Venue 1012 events will not have on site emergency medical services.  As such, 911 will be called in the event of an emergency.
2. Generally, Venue 1012 events will have on site traffic control presence from the Oswego Police Department when it is expected to exceed 2,000 patrons and when alcohol is being served for any quantity of guests.  However, responsibility for police presence on site, will be decided by the Oswego Police Department based on a case-by-case basis. The Law Enforcement Services Agreement will be completed and signed prior to any event requiring police services.
3. In the event of an emergency, notification of the emergency will be made through the use of 911 or reported in person to staff working the event. If by 911, the caller should have the following information available to the 911 operator: nature of the emergency, location, and contact person with call back number.

      C.   Emergency Vehicle Access
1.   Access for Emergency vehicles will be maintained at all times.
2.   Fire lanes and hydrants will not be obstructed.
3.  Participants and spectators will be directed to park in approved parking areas and not to obstruct protective features, sidewalks, or public throughways.

            5. Parking for emergency vehicles will be on the access drive from
            Station Drive leading behind the stage.	

IV. Emergency weather categories that cause for postponement/evacuation or cancellation 

Severe weather conditions can have great impact on the safety of attendees at major special event venues in the Village of Oswego.  In an effort to address and minimize the potential safety impact to attendees at the event, weather monitoring will be implemented throughout the duration of the events.  The following guidelines provide for a proactive approach to maintaining the public safety during these events.

A.   Severe Weather
1.   Weather forecasts and current conditions will be monitored through the National Weather Service’s Romeoville Weather Forecast Office.
2.   Before the events – If severe weather is predicted prior to the event, The EAP event team will evaluate the conditions and determine if the events will remain scheduled.
3.   During the event – Inclement weather will be monitored. Evacuations are required to be instituted for any of the following situations:
· warnings issued by the National Weather Service
· lightning observed and thunder is heard within 30 seconds
· by detection software, we have a lightning strike 20 miles away and we see it or hear thunder
· by detection software, we see a lightning strike 10 miles away
· wind speeds of 40 mph on the Beaufort Scale Force #8

The event will be delayed until a warning has been lifted, lightning is clear, and 30 minutes have passed since thunder was last heard.

4.   Patron vehicles will serve as a public shelter/warming shelter.
5.   In the event of an evacuation, all event personnel including staff, volunteers, and vendors will be alerted.  Announcements will be made from staff on the grounds and through social media means.  All event personnel will assist in moving guests off the grounds to shelter in their vehicles. 
6.   An evacuation will not signal event cancellation for the day. An evacuation will be handled separately. Any further notice of cancellation or resumption of the event will be announced once the EAP Event Team has conferred.
7.   Once a notice of clear weather has been determined, event personnel will be notified first on radio or by event text message. Resumption of events will be announced through social media. Only when event personnel are back in place will the grounds reopen for guests.

V.  Lost Child 

Lost children should be taken to and held inside the main entrance to the venue.  When a lost child call comes in, all staff will concentrate exclusively on this until all clear comes over the radio.

A. If a lost child is found

1. Immediately escort the child to the main entrance to the venue off of Station drive near the main parking lot.  Radio alert all staff and police, that you have a lost child. Get the child’s name, area where found, and description of parents if possible. 
2. Calm and comfort child at the information tent while staff searches area for parents fitting the description. 
3. If parents aren’t found reasonably quickly, make an announcement over the microphone on the main stage or via local staff radios given out. 
4. When parents are found, announce it over the radio immediately and take the parents to the Ticket tent to reunite with child. 

B. If a parent comes to OPD or village staff and reports a missing child:

1. Immediately announce over the radio and Main Stage, “We have a missing child” Radio relay a description of the child on Police/staff radios.   Repeat the description slowly, clearly, and often including name, age, clothing, hair color and where last seen.
2. Staff members that have radios, need to immediately hear the description, and observe the crowd. 
3. Staff member/police should stay with the parent and bring them to the main entrance to the venue to meet with Police until the child is found.
4. All staff concentrates exclusively on this, looking, roaming, searching, asking, until receiving the child found message.
5. Finder should immediately announce it on the radio and take the child to the main entrance to the venue.  

VI. Law Enforcement Issues/Active Disturbance

1.    Should an incident occur that requires additional law enforcement resources, event staff will contact 911.
2.  An individual or group actively engaged in an impactful and/or violent commotion at the event should be dealt with accordingly.  Removal from the event should be considered. 
3. From a point of safety, officers on site will communicate with supervisors to discuss the impact of the disturbance.  The supervisor will need to contact a Command Officer. 
4.  If the need arises the EAP Team shall discus if there is a need to evacuate the event. 
· If the decision is made to evacuate the crowd from the event, an announcement from the main stage will occur and staff will begin to direct people to their vehicles. 
· Staff will encourage all to evacuate or if not possible seek hiding, and not return to the area until at Oswego Police request
· Any food vendors or workers will also need to leave the event. 
5.  A Dedicated Public Forum/Free Speech area is required to be located at the south end of the lawn at the venue.

VII.     Medical Emergencies/Fire

1.   As with any outdoor event, there is potential for injury to the participants. The types of injuries are various and can include any heat/cold related issues and any potential traumatic injuries.
2.  Should an incident occur that requires emergency medical services, 911 will be called. 
3.  No specific hazard has been identified as an increased risk of fire at this event.
4.  All Event staff should be instructed on the safe use of Portable Fire Extinguishers.
5.   The use of open flame for grilling needs Oswego Fire Protection District approval.
6.   Should an incident occur that requires the Fire Department, communication to the Oswego Fire Protection District should be made.  If 911 will be utilized to request this resource.  The caller should have the following information: nature of emergency, location, and a contact person with a callback number.
7. If a fire causes for the evacuation of the event, same procedures should be utilized. 

· Dial 911.
· Administer first aid when appropriate.
· Administer CPR or AED assistance if necessary.

VIII. Additional Assistance

1. If any form of Mutual assistance is needed for a situation KENCOM should be asked to request assistance via local broadcast or IREACH.
2. Any additional requests for assistance would come via ISPERN and ILEAS dispatch request through KENCOM.

IX.   Venue 1012 Traffic Concerns

1. Orchard Rd. will see heavy use between Rt. 34 and Jericho Rd. Traffic backups will occur due to cars turning onto Mill Street and Station Drive for parking access. 
2. Designated parking areas are the main parking lots at Venue 1012 as well as the grass lot located on the west side of Station Drive.

Definitions
· Special Event Severe Weather Conditions:  If a storm system is an estimated 60 minutes away and its projected path will result in the storm entering within an 8 mile radius of the event; the severe weather plan will be implemented.
· NWS Weather Watch:  Issued when conditions are favorable for hazardous weather or non-precipitation hazard to develop, but its occurrence, location and/or timing is still uncertain.
· NWS Weather Warning:  Issued when hazardous weather or a non-precipitation event is occurring, is imminent, or has a high probability of occurrence.  A warning is used for conditions posing a threat to life or property.
· NWS Weather Advisory:  issued for less serious conditions that are occurring, imminent, or have a high probability of occurrence, that can cause significant inconvenience and if caution is not exercised could lead to situations that threaten life
or property.
· Severe Thunderstorm Watch: A warning issued by the National Weather Service when the weather conditions are such that a severe thunderstorm (damaging winds 58 miles per hour or more, or hail three-fourths of an inch in diameter or greater) is likely to develop.
· Severe Thunderstorm Warning: A warning issued by The National Weather Service when a severe thunderstorm has been sight or indicated by weather.
· Tornado Watch: A warning issued by the National Weather Service when tornadoes are possible in your
· Tornado Warning: A warning issued by the National Weather Service when a tornado has been sighted or indicated by weather radar
· Wind advisory: An advisory of sustained winds 31-39 mph (27-34 kts) for at least 1 hour; OR any gusts to 46-57 mph (40-49 kts)
· High wind warning: A warning of sustained winds 40-73 mph (≥35 kts) for at least 1 hour; OR any gusts ≥ 58 mph (≥50 kts)
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
